Official notice reached the parents of Carpenter Elementary (start date Aug. 3) students in late July that the only stop would be at Hi Hill/Lapeer Rd.  Thanks to key residents’ persuasive dealings with district officials, Lapeer Rd. (M 24), as a “Michigan highway”, will never be the site of a bus stop for our subdivision. We assume the old stops will remain when schools start Sept. 8.
